COUNCIL ELECTIONS — MAKE SURE YOU ARE REGISTERED ON THE NT ELECTORAL ROLL

Elections for the 11 Shires and the Litchfield Council are to be held on Saturday, 25 October 2008.
Persons registered on the NT electoral roll in Council areas are eligible to vote and stand for election.
Notices inviting persons to nominate for council elections are expected to be published by Friday,

12 September 2008. The close of the electoral roll is expected to be advised by 23 September 2008.
Nominations will then close on 2 October 2008 and be declared on 3 October 2008.

NEW CAUSEWAY PROJECT FINISHED IN AREYONGA IN THE MACDONNELL SHIRE

Work has been completed on the new concrete causeway in township of Areyonga in the MacDonnell
Shire. The township, west of Alice Springs, is home to around 215 people. LGANT has provided
project management for the construction of the concrete causeway which allows year-round access to
the community, airstrip, power station and sewer ponds. Following heavy rains this access was
hindered although this will now not be a problem. The project has been funded with funds from the
Federal Government.




HOUSING AFFORDABILITY FUND

The Federal Government has announced the $512 million Housing Affordability Fund which will be
distributed by direct grants, primarily to local governments, local government associations and State or
Territory Governments, through a competitive selection process. Up to $30 million from the HAF is
being used to develop IT infrastructure and software to roll out nationally, electronic development
assessment systems and online tracking services to reduce red tape and streamline planning
approvals. Housing Minister Tanya Plibersek has launched a Housing Affordability Fund (HAF)
Consultation Paper. Australian Local Government Association (ALGA) will make a submission as well
State and Territory Local Government Associations. Councils are also encouraged to have their say.
