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FAREWELL FROM LGANT IT SERVICES

This is a final notice to all subscribers to LGANT IT services advising that effective from COB 30/6/08,
LGANT will no longer be providing any form of IT support beyond the hosting and maintenance of
existing community websites.

This means that LGANT's Helpdesk will be closed to all calls from that date, all support trips will cease,
support for Ursys Busiboxes and email administration will also not be provided. From 1 July 2008, as
part of the ShiresNet project, CSG in partnership with Fujitsu will take over LGANT's former IT support
role in communities.

This service will include fly-in support trips. Support requests can be logged online at
http://rcs.csg.com.au/index.php, by email on desktop.rcs@nt.gov.au and by phone on (08) 8930
1301.

Under an independent arrangement with NTG, LGANT will continue to host and maintain community
websites for at least the next 6 months. However under ShiresNet, new Shires level web sites will be
created. Email addressing and support will also become the responsibility of CSG/Fujitsu.

This marks the end of LGANT's long involvement in the development/support of IT services and IT skill
development in remote communities of the Northern Territory. These services and capabilities were
originally provided under an $8M grant (the "NT Connect Project") from the former Federal Department
of Communications, Information Technology and the Arts (DCITA) through funds arising from the sale
of Telstra.

The network and infrastructure established from that project remains to this date, the only Territory
wide, non-government maintained, fully capable, and financially self sustaining large scale
communications project ever delivered to remote communities in the NT.

LGANT is proud of this achievement and extends its appreciation to the main architects and
implementers of NT Connect: Louise Clifford (Projects Manager) and Venjie Diola (Webmaster) from
LGANT, Alistair Muir, Tom Cordingley, Andreas Furche, and Kim Marshall from Convergence e-
Business Solutions, and Andrew Thurlow from Portal Computing.




At a time when IT was not a core part of administrative practices in remote communities (unless it was
a fax machine), LGANT provided the communications architecture, desktop hardware, remote and on-
site IT support, web capabilities and email services to allow communities to grow their IT skills and
participate in the new literacy that mainstream communities expect as the norm.

The extent and scale of our efforts are rarely publicised:

In 06/07 alone, 92 technical support visits were conducted to remote communities as well as 26
training visits. The latter trained 390 people across the NT of whom 170 were Indigenous. In the
same year, we delivered 4.2 million emails from users and solved over 3,000 help desk requests
with an average fix time of 6.8 hours (including ordering and shipping). Our technicians supported
over 500 PCs and we installed and maintained an array of web, email and IT Vision financial servers
in a secure data facility- all of which evidenced excellent availability, responsiveness and data integrity.

LGANT is proud of this pioneering achievement but recognises that government can provide
economies of scale, depth of skill and service efficiencies that a small organisation like LGANT cannot.

It is therefore an appropriate time to hand these responsibilities on and we have every expectation that
the foundation we have built will not only be well supported but further developed and enhanced over
the coming years.

It has been a privilege to be a small part of this history.

CONSTITUTIONAL RECOGNITION FOR LOCAL GOVERNMENT

Constitutional recognition is the hot topic at the moment for councils around Australia with almost 20
councils having already held such conversations.

ALGA is convening an Experts Forum in August, comprising 80 — 100 representatives, which will
review and refine the options for recognition as well as develop and refine the yes and no cases, and
possible ways forward in terms of process. This work will then feed into ALGA’s Constitutional Summit
to be held from 9 — 11 December 2008 in Melbourne. At this summit local government will have an
opportunity to clarify and decide on the style of recognition which should be pursued and the strategy
for taking constitutional recognition forward.
