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COUNCIL ELECTIONS – MAKE SURE YOU ARE REGISTERED ON  THE NT ELECTORAL ROLL 
 
Elections for the 11 Shires and the Litchfield Council are to be held on Saturday, 25 October 2008.  
Persons registered on the NT electoral roll in Council areas are eligible to vote and stand for election.  
Notices inviting persons to nominate for council elections are expected to be published by Friday,      
12 September 2008. The close of the electoral roll is expected to be advised by 23 September 2008.   
Nominations will then close on 2 October 2008 and be declared on 3 October 2008.

Work is continuing on the construction of the Milikapiti Safe House funded by the Australian 
Government, through the CIC Program. The design has been a co-operative process with the 
community through the Milikapiti Management Board. The final design was to meet the needs of the 
community and to ensure clients and staff can be protected in a safe and culturally appropriate facility. 
Project managers are NBC Consultants and builders are Gary Boyd Constructions. Photos below 
show the floor being laid.  
 
Construction is expected to be completed in September 2008. Milikapiti has over 560 people and 
belongs within the Tiwi Islands Shire Council. The safe house will be a welcome addition to the 
community.  
 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 
 
 



  
REMINDER- IT SERVICES TRANSITION TO FUJITSU SUPPORT SERVICES 
 
LGANT IT support services were transitioned to Fujitsu Support Services on July 1st. As a reminder, 
here is the procedure for logging support calls with Fujitsu.  
 
For all hardware related problems , please call the Fujitsu Service Centre on 8965 4202. The fault will 
be logged into Fujitsu’s help desk system. If the problem can not be resolved over the phone a service 
job will be generated. If the fault location is within the regional areas of the Territory, a service 
technician will attend the site as soon as possible. 
 
If the fault location is in a remote area the job will be logged to the Remote Community Support 
section. A service technician will attend to the fault when the next community visit is scheduled. (See 
http://rcs.csg.com.au/flight-schedule.php for the latest schedule). Until the existing equipment 
installed at all Shire Offices and Community Service Delivery Centres is replaced with ShiresNet 
equipment from Fujitsu, all attempts at fixing hardware faults will be on a best efforts basis, as the 
equipment does not belong to Fujitsu, nor are they familiar with the setup. Once Fujitsu’s ShiresNet 
equipment is in place, support will only be provided for the ShiresNet equipment and service levels will 
apply to response and repair times. 
 
For all other IT support problems , including business application, internet access, email, printing and 
network access issues, please call (08) 8999 8480. Please note – to get assistance with any IT related 
issue, a job must be logged with either the Fujitsu Service Desk (hardware faults) or the CouncilBiz 
Support Group for all other IT related matters.

NEWS FROM ALGA – REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT FUNDING PROGR AM 
 
ALGA's submission to the Inquiry into a New Regional Development Funding Program was sent to the 
House of Representatives Infrastructure and Regional Development Committee this week for 
consideration. 
 
The in-depth submission, which has not yet been made public by the Committee, focuses on the 
importance of local and regional community infrastructure to the social, economic and environmental 
life of Australian communities. Furthermore, it presents several possible funding models and argues 
the case for the engagement of local government in institutional arrangements.   
 
The Committee is travelling across Australia for its inquiry into the development of a new regional 
infrastructure funding program. As part of its inquiry, it will hold a series of roundtable meetings to 
discuss a possible framework and future administrative arrangements for the federal government's 
Regional and Local Community Infrastructure Program. 
 
Roundtable participants have been invited by the Committee to discuss a range of issues highlighted 
in the Committee's discussion paper which is available on the Committee's website (noted below). 
Members of the public are welcome to observe the roundtable proceedings. At the end of each 
roundtable, the Committee has set aside one hour for an open session where members of the public 
can raise issues with the Committee relating to this inquiry. 
 
The roundtable discussion will be held in Darwin from 9am on 28 July in the Litchfield Room, 
Parliament House.
