NEWS FROM ALGA – THE YEAR OF WOMEN IN LOCAL GOVERNMENT 2010

associations and peak professional bodies that was convened by Local Government Managers Australia (LGMA) 
and held in Canberra last week. Speaking at the conclusion of the forum, LGMA National President and Chief 
Executive Officer of the City of Unley (SA), Ray Pincombe said the Year of Women in Local Government was a 
powerful and proven method of raising awareness and educating the local government sector on the value and 
capacity of women as senior managers. A working party consisting of over 10 representatives from the local, 
state and commonwealth government sectors, local government associations and peak professional bodies has 
been formed to define and develop the way forward for the Year of Women in Local Government.
