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State of the Regions 2007-08



This year's State of the Regions report

This is the tenth State of the Regions Report produced by National Economics.
This year's State of the Regions Report for 2007-08 critically examines:

+ how governments at all levels are tackling the challenges of climate chanye;

+ what opportunities are available for local governments to mitigate and adapt to likely climate change impacts;
+ the state of Australia’s water supply systems;

« the implications on the health and legal liabilities for local governments arising from climate change;

+ the growing level of household debt in Australia; and

+ the rate of progress being made in enhancing Australia’s broadband telecommunication infrastructure.

This year's report indicates that the national costs from climate change are conservatively estimated at several billion dollars per annum. The actual national
Economics modelling sees the inevitable loss of agricultural productivity in the order of at least %3 billion a year. Additional operating costs for water supply wil
build up to over $5 billion a year over the next 15 years. Capital investment in water supply is likely to be $5 billion a year over the next five years.

Regardless of the actual amounts, a clear message arising from the report is that these costs will fall disproportionately on the regions that can least afford them.
Chapter four of State of the Regions Report presents an interesting case study from the Victorian community of Mount Alexander.
Chapters five and six specifically examine the likely impact on local government of dimate change, in the areas of public health and litigation.

The Repart alsa revisits earlier investigations into Australia’s househald debt levels and the progress being made in enhancing the national broadband
telecommunication network.

With respect to debt, the National Economics report shows Australia’s real household disposable income is growing at about $24 billion a year. But household debt
is growing at about $120 billion 3 year. As the report states, 'this level and spread of debt has no historic precedent in our nation’.

This year's telecommunications analysis continues to argue that Australia remains comparatively uncompetitive in the global information and communication
technology sector- especially in the roll out of high speed broadband as a driver of economic development.

As has been the case with the past several State of the Regions, the report concludes with 3 detailed statistical examination of 64 regions. A diverse set of
regional indicators for each of the regions provides greater insight into what is really going on across Australia.
